of Valley areas among all of the
membership who were involved in the
financial risk of the initial acquisition.
The Valley exchanges have 52.63
access lines per mile while the rest of
the co-op has .58 access lines per mile.
It’s not hard to see why the exchanges
with higher population are more
lucrative. This is definitely a win, win
situation for everyone in the co-op.”

The expanded local calling area is
also generating more activity on the
system, according to Greenwood.

“It’s so much more convenient for
people when a call from Westby to
Saco 200 miles away is a local call,”
she said. “So people are calling more.
It’s bringing families and friends closer.
It’s erasing the miles. I’m noticing the

change all over. For example, a radio
want ad show used to get almost all of
its calls from the town in which the
radio station is located. Now, calls are
coming from all over the area. And
there are more business calls between
communities.

Now that long distance charges
aren’t involved, members of the area
hospital board I serve on don’t hesitate
to call each other and talk over issues.
The change has given everyone more
freedom while helping the economy.”

Nemont has two other basic
telecommunications subsidiaries,
Project Telephone Company, which
serves areas close to Billings, and
Missouri Valley Telecommunications,
which serves the Williston, North

Dakota area. Other Nemont subsidiar-
ies are Sagebrush Cellular, Nemont
Communications Inc. and Nemont
Long Distance. The co-op has also
joined other Montana telephone
cooperatives in several statewide
endeavors.
